1. By His  v 1
A. Jesus’ love was truly selfless and unconditional toward the disciples (and US).
B. Jesus’ love for US is unconditional. 

2. By His  vv 2-17
A. Though the enemy was at work to bring about division, the Savior’s love was on display 

by His willingness to serve. 
B. Serving was part of Jesus’ purpose.

If serving were part of Jesus’ purpose, then it must be a part of our purpose. 

3. By His  vv 7-38
A. Jesus’ sharing with love was born out of conviction.  His conviction was evident in His:

1. Clarification about washing feet vv 7-17.
2. Condemnation of Judas as the betrayer vv 18-30.
3. Command for the disciples to love one another vv 31-35. 
4. Concern over Peter’s pride and upcoming denial of Jesus vv 36-38. 

B. The Lord’s love for US is crystal clear in His Word that was written for US. 

The writer of Hebrews reminds us, “For the word of God is living and effective and sharper than 
any double-edged sword, penetrating as far as the separation of soul and spirit, joints and mar-
row. It is able to judge the thoughts and intentions of the heart.”  Hebrews 4:12
